	Recent Incidents:
Attempt Burglary:
The Public House is in a rural location on the main Shobdon through road. Offenders have attempted to force a casement window using an unknown implement.   It would appear that this has been unsuccessful as the full pane of glass within the window has smashed. Fortunately the offenders were disturbed by the alarm activation.

From cctv enquiries one male is described as 5ft 10 wearing a light coloured hoodie and a baseball cap with light coloured gloves, no description of the second offender. Enquiries ongoing.
Theft from Motor Vehicle:  
The theft has taken place between 01:30 hours and 07:40 hours on Monday the 16th of January 2012. Persons unknown have approached a farm adjacent to the A4410 and siphoned 820 litres of red diesel from three tractors. Offenders have carried the siphoned fuel in containers to a small gate way where by a vehicle has been waiting.  
Attempt Burglary:

Persons unknown have tried to gain entry into a property in Eardisley. 

Offenders have caused damage to the back door using a sharp instrument also two windows on the ground floor of the property have been damaged. No access has been gained, enquiries ongoing. 

 


	Vehicle Crime – Leominster
During the 5/6 and 8/9 January there have been 17 incidents of car crime in Leominster. Vehicles that have been targeted have been parked both in residential areas and in car parks. The main reason for these crimes has been to steal property located inside the vehicle; mainly Sat Nav's. If you have been offered any kind of Sat Nav system from a dubious source please contact West Mercia Police on 101.
It might sound obvious, but make sure you lock the doors and shut the windows and sunroof whenever you leave your vehicle unattended.
* Remove your Sat Nav and its holder, and wipe away any suction marks as these could suggest to a potential thief that a Sat Nav is stored in your vehicle.
* Never leave any valuables in your vehicle - not even in the glove-box or boot - and keep ALL other possessions out of sight.
* Use an approved steering lock or gear clamp, and remember to set your immobiliser and alarm if you have them.
* Register your stereo, laptop, Sat Nav and any other property on a free online property database such as www.immobilise.com. It only takes a few minutes and could help police trace your property if it's lost or stolen.

	Scam: The letter advises the victim that someone from abroad has a significant amount in cash that they want to bring to the UK, but need a bank to do it. It also says that a sum of money needs to be in the account before the money can be transferred into it, and the letter asks for the details of this account. The letters will usually say it is because of a recent death of a person abroad where there has been no next of kin.  Police are reminding everyone not to send money to unknown individuals to release further funds.  Never give bank details in response to a letter like this. Anyone who has given bank details like this should contact their bank immediately. Those who have lost money to any scam like this should report it to Action Fraud 0300 123 2040.
