Proposal that Lengthsman to be asked to cut back the lower branches on the Oak at Hanbury Green was passed by majority decision.

10. Parish Plan.

It was agreed that the Parish Council should go ahead with a new plan when the developments at Shobdon Oaks and The Birches F/S sites are completed.

The plan will cost in the region of £3000 and a grant for £1500 is available. New criteria means a visit from Lynda Wilcox is first on the agenda.

11. Eco bungalows at Bar Meadow.

Mr Stokes gave an account of the meeting with representatives of the Marches Housing and the developers. All agreed the proposed timber bollards were suitable and in keeping with the surroundings.

Marches propose to put a 6ft close board fence on the north and part of the eastern boundaries. The existing post and rail fencing, which could prove to be ladder, can then be removed. A proposal Marches is given permission to remove the post and rails on the northern boundary and to erect their fence along the boundary line, saving the posts and rails for the Parish Council to use in repair of the existing fencing if necessary, and also to take responsibility for the maintenance of the new fencing was passed unanimously.

Similarly, Village Trust members, who own the car park, agreed to the same proposal.
