Standing orders suspended to receive reports from West Mercia police and Councillor Phillips

CSO Donna Jones introduced her new partner, PC Jo Ellis. She has been with the force eight years and will use the same mobile number as the previous PC held. They gave a report on the village incident during which fire extinguishers were used and although one has been recovered they are still looking for the second and the box, which contained them. More police patrols will be taking place through the village. Neighbourhood Watch meeting arranged for April 19th at 7.10pm.
Councillor Phillips suggested the Parish Council recommend 50/60 new houses for the area when completing the LDF survey.

He is meeting with the two village organisations the cricket and football clubs, which the Parish Council recognises as having priority access to the 106 sports funding available, and it would also support sporting requirement application from the Youth Club, and because of their involvement with Shobdon Youth some money should be available to the Luctonian Rugby Club. The total of the money may be spent over a ten-year period and need not be used within the next 18 months.
