One idea proposed was to see if the Parish Council could acquire some of the free apple trees and with Herefordshire Councils permission and providing there were no problems with visibility plant them on the green areas. The second suggestion regarding the spare bench being sited there needs to be addressed in the forthcoming Parish Plan update.

4. Report by West Mercia police representative CSO David Bowden. 

No crime reported for Shobdon. The airfield gates are being left open again.

The Youth Club has restarted and with growing numbers the police continue to support it. A village litter pick is organised after the surgery next Saturday at 10-30 am.

The new non-urgent number 101 is in operation. 

5. Councillor Phillips reported Titley are not interested in joining in with the costs for a “SID” device. £2000 plus 3 bases at £400 each and £110 each time it is moved.

Suggestion Kingspan and Tarmac are approached for a contribution towards the costs was passed unanimously.

The airfield is in need of an independent chairman for the committee.

Parliamentary boundaries are to be changed.

Kingspan Trust may increase the area for applying for funding from the Trust because there were no applications for the £40K this year.

He enquired if Shobdon P.C. is going to plant a commemorative tree on February 6th 2012, the actual date of the Queen’s Jubilee? Mr Stokes proposed a tree be planted on behalf of the village, further details to be discussed at the next meeting. All agreed.

6. Mr Stokes attended the Neighbourhood Planning meeting at Hereford. Herefordshire planning department explained it involved turning the planning element of Parish Plans/ Neighbourhood plans into a planning bylaw for the parish for the next 20 years. If there is a confliction between Parish plan and planners then the Parish Plan has precedence. It can be a rule specific to any plot of land limiting the size and number of buildings or it can be a rule designating the size of a building, which can be built without plans. It is imperative the Parish Plan is updated with the wishes of the parishioners because if it does not exist then the planners decisions count. Herefordshire Council will assist in compiling the planning element of the Parish Plan although actual cost of this help is unknown at the moment. Before finalising takes place legal checks will be place and then a Parish referendum is held to ensure it is what the Parish intended. Once the Parish plan is adopted it becomes Law.

 The overall message is there are still grey areas. CPRE and Herefordshire Council agree 

The Parishes need to compile a Parish Plan. There will be a community infrastructure levy (old 106) on any new build and this will go into a County pot. A neighbourhood planning survey needs to be undertaken to recognise any land or building to be added to a Community Assets register. This means the sale of any item on the register has to be offered to the community in the first instance and it is given six months to raise the cash.

Examples could be a piece of ground for a new village hall, the village pub or shop.

A new cleaner has been appointed on a month’s trial.
