5. Report by Councillor Roger Phillips. All received his written report. Mr Lovell explained the fear he has of a serious accident occurring by customers entering and exiting the car park by the wrong suggested entrances. Sergeant Smith will contact traffic management to view the situation and make suggestions for improvement. The chairman suggested Mr Lovell places an article in the next newsletter.

The Bar Meadow bungalows are completed, one is let to a local connection and the second is having the references checked.

The 30mph alterations will be on the next fiscal calendar.

 Mr T. Freeston has asked for support on his decision not to report quickly on the state of some footpaths. The clerk has been in contact with the landowner and he is willing to discuss any footpath with Mr Freeston prior to a report being submitted. After discussion a proposal the Parish Council does not become involved was passed unanimously.

8. Planning. Agreed. Clerk to write and ask for an explanation why the Parish Council is not involved in non-structural alterations to plans.
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9. Seating at The Arches. The Roberts family with regard to purchase of a memorial seat to be sited at The Arches has approached Mr Stokes. After discussion it was agreed to suggest a vandal proof bench to Mrs Roberts and thank her for any donation towards the £675 cost. The family will be allowed to put a plaque on. 
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10. Village Hall. School alterations means there will be no vehicular access to the rear of the school. Pentabus proved a success with £180 profit going to village hall funds.

The shed base is laid and Powell & Co will be contacted to check if the original quote still stands. Mr Stokes was given permission to proceed if the quote has risen by no more than 10%. They will also be asked to replace the missing slats around the play area fence. The plumber has been contacted to service the boiler. 

Airfield. The CAA was invited to inspect and discuss the volume of helicopter flights.

Tiger Helicopters were passed as satisfactory but the Aero club was informed the radio equipment was not up to standard and must be replaced.

Play area, The Marches housing association has erected the bollards in the car park and also completed the fencing around the bungalows resulting in Beech hedging behind the existing fence in the amenity area. Wood shavings are required before the April inspection.

Parish Council reminded it must register for PAYE from April 6th 2011. Disclose via website any expenditure over £500. Details of new localism bill given by the chairman. 

11. Election nomination forms were completed. Clerk to deliver to the Town Hall, Hereford. The proposal to register for polling cards if required was passed unanimously.
