Report from West Mercia Police by Sergeant Colin Smith.

Apologies from PC Jo Ellis, who is on a course, but is willing to carry on with the arrangements of attending the meetings. CSO Dick Alford will be temporarily replacing CSO Donna Jones. He will attend the surgeries in the village shop.

One person was arrested in relation to an offence on the weekend. Otherwise a successful weekend. A couple of thefts have been reported from the Taylor Wimpey building site, locals not suspected, but all are asked to be vigilant. Damage caused to toilet doors on the airfield. Speed enforcement is using wide beam radar that is not ideal as it picks up stationary vehicles and obstacles as well as moving vehicles. Two laser guns are being recalibrated and will be used in future. There is a dangerous lagoon in a disused quarry owned by Tarmac although it is fenced off and lifebuoy rings are around there is concern that local youth will obtain entrance and be tempted to swim, it is very difficult to get out of the water once in and Councillors are requested to warn local youth of the dangers.

Report from Councillor Roger Phillips.

Everyone was given a written report showing where the proposed savings are to be made by Herefordshire Council. He explained that no one was sure if the Government means for only the Council to hold their Council Tax total for one year or if this includes the police and fire service totals as well.
