Pre-School Group

	Proposal for Redecoration of Village Hall Facilities

It is hoped that the window replacement will be able to take place at the same time as the main hall floor work is being done to, minimise disruption to hall users.  Once this is complete, it is proposed to ‘deep clean’ all areas (N.B. Ann Hemmings has 3 weeks holiday during August).

It is proposed, now that VH finances are fairly robust, to pay for redecoration of the facilities.  Once this is done, the radiator guards and new notice boards will be fitted.

It is proposed to obtain three quotes for the redecoration, after which, the Committee will make a decision regarding how extensive the redecoration can be.  The quotes will be requested to itemise the work so that this decision can easily be made.
