6. Planning Application No DCNW2009/1373/F The Birches Garage.


Mr Macdonald briefly outlined the proposed planning application.

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The Parish Council resolved to make the following comments:

1. Drainage ditch not shown on plans. Recommends a condition of planning this is cleaned out and remains open at all times.

2. West end of site is considerably higher than the properties to the south, Recommend a two metre plus fence is erected for privacy.

3. Adjacent road is 40mph; before site is started suggest an already proposed cut to 30mph is implemented and 106 contributions sought towards the cost of operation.

4. Explanation of space outside Unit I as their parking area appear to be outside No 2 unit.

5. Sewerage. Request a proper appraisal of pipes and plant be a pre requirement of the application.

6. Approval of the exit point given by Herefordshire Highways does not appear in the plans.

7. There appears to be an anomaly re the statement of mains gas availability.

8. Concern re the number of roadside trees which could affect visibility.

9. Existing school/service bus stop is at Birches Garage. Recommend space for a shelter be included in plans.

Subject to the above recommendations unanimous approval for the scheme is given.

The Clerk was called back into the room.
