Mr Sharp took the chair and Mrs Kent-Phillips the minutes.

Apologies were received from Mr M. Williams.

Mr Gordon Ticehurst was welcomed and thanked for taking on the Moor Meadow area and CSO Donna Jones was introduced to all present. Apologies for the length of time between the meetings were given by Mr Sharp, changes of personnel within the police force of the person responsible for Neighbourhood Watch have changed so often that a meeting got lost in the process.

Minutes of the October 16th 2006 meeting were read approved and signed.

Mr Sharp then suggested each person tells of any problems in their area.

Mrs Mary Morris, Hanbury Green and central village. No problems at the present time.

Mr Martin Lovell, Moor Meadow, The Grove and Canterbury Road. Football games have reduced on the new car park since the installation of the CCTV camera, but youths still ride bikes over the bank. Youths are experimenting to discover the no-show areas of the camera.

Mrs Kent-Phillips, The Birches, Presteigne Road, Pearl Lake. Complaints the village dustbins are not being emptied. No other problems.

Mr J. Roberts, Easthampton, Uphampton and Parish Outpost East. Expelled youth who has previously been involved in incidents is around the village and area at all hours. Education will be contacted; it is their responsibility to place him in another school.

Mr Gordon Ticehurst, Moor Meadow. Football playing on grass areas and kicking balls into gardens has diminished. Alcohol cans have been found in secluded car park and one car broken into.

CSO Donna Jones reports there has been a spate of car thefts around the area from The Grove Shobdon to Mortimer’s Cross and Kingsland. No one apprehended. A disturbance at Pearl Lake has been investigated and the parents of the children concerned have been seen. 

Members were asked to be vigilant of elderly persons, as a distraction burglary at Eardisland involving a housing association property has taken place with money missing. Members are asked not to cause concern for people, just to be aware of what is happening.

The new Smart Water marking system for property was demonstrated. Ordered through Neighbourhood Watch is costs a one off £20. Other alarms were shown the best one coming from J&P Turner of Kington.

Mr Lovell explained about the PACT “letterbox” at the post office. Suggestions or complaints written on the cards are collected and acted upon with the results being posted on the police website.

The next Neighbourhood Watch meeting will be in six months, date to be arranged.

The chair thanked everyone for attending and the meeting closed at 7-45pm.
