The various clubs are concerned that the majority of the anticipated £22.050  106 money from The Oaks, new build, is being awarded to The Luctonians. Councillor Phillips explained that the 106 money would be split between the local sports clubs and the Luctonians. No decision has been reached on the percentage split, and there may be a limitation on how it can be used. (Probably for capital expenditure.) He promised to keep all concerned notified when the money becomes available.

Public time was extended by mutual agreement to enable Sarah Fenlon, from Youth Club, to state her case regarding help for Youth Club. The Chairman, on behalf of the Parish Council, congratulated her team on the success they have had so far.

Councillor Roger Phillips. Amey contact signed. Consultation is still ongoing re the schools review. The crossing is still in the pipeline just waiting for the cabinet member to sign off the new design. Herefordshire Council have to cut back on some areas and it is hoped Parish Councils will make allowances in their budgets to cover the shortfalls.

4. Request for equipment and storage shed from Youth Club. The Parish Council has no statute to allow it to purchase equipment or give money to the \Youth Club. It may help the village hall with their storage problem by purchasing a shed (LGA 1972 s.133)

Mr Stokes proposed the £600 already promised to the village hall be used for this purpose.

Permission will be needed from the Local Education Authority and headmistress to site a shed, and further funding will be sought. Mr Sheers suggested the erection might be done at cost if a local person is used. All agreed with these suggestions and it was decided that Mr Macdonald will seek the permissions necessary, Mr Stokes investigate grants available and Mr Sheers obtain costs and size of shed.

A letter will be sent to Ms. Sarah Fenlon explaining the position, and also guiding her towards the Kingspan and Education Trusts and possibly the Village Trust.
